Joan Blindauer/LTC-minutes

7:30 meeting started

1. Welcome/Introductions— Nikki Kiss welcomed the group, she is now the Tech Prep coordinator since Sheila Kronberg resigned from the position due to other responsibilities.

there is a change to the DPI scholarship----the student grades do not have to submitted, the school district will still get reimbursed if the student does poorly.  The form is all they have to fill out if the student is eligible for free/reduced lunch for the following courses, Business Law, Medical Terminology and EMT Basic (which the student can take at 16, but has to wait until they are 18 to take the exam.)

3. NTO Mini-grant--Who has received one?---Nikki wanted to make sure the school districts were aware of this opportunity.

4. POS—the POS nights have been approved by LTC deans for the following Wednesday nights from 3:30-6:30 p.m.
--Dec. 2, Feb. 17, March 3, & April 21.

--the biggest struggle is there seems to be no direction on the curriculum side, these will be held after school, LTC will provide food.  There are two purposes, one to work on POS and the other to work on articulation agreements (handout).  LTC doesn’t want there to be no direction, Nikki asked the group if their instructors feel comfortable asking the LTC staff about what they need?  Does the group think everyone at their school who should know has knowledge of POS before they come, do we need to prep the business teacher meeting?  Jennie M asked if they could start the meeting with a prep time at 3:30 and then from 4:15 on will be work time, TP can pay for sub pay.

Ruth—could Perkins money be used to pay staff to attend?  The schools should check.

Kari—relayed that there will be a new requirement on what schools are spending their money on for Perkins funding and how it directly relates to POS, she will find out in November. For this year they have to identity how the money is spent in every POS.

IF your school will be sending some let Nikki by know by November 12th who is coming and what agreements they are thinking about. Accounting and Marketing Advanced Standing and Transcripted agreements are very well endorsed by LTC Business instructors. 

5. National Conference-Karla Zahn

Karla Zahn will be presenting Mini-Chopper and Project Grill projects at the National Council on Student Development Conference and put in a request from the consortium to help cover her registration fee, $340, she thought this was a great opportunity to give exposure about the projects (see handout) she would like to get some corporate partners to go along.  This is a small conference and her department funds are being funneled to help with the dislocated workers.  The group would like her to go for it and approved the request.

6. Advisory Committee connections
---At the TP orientation it was discussed how we can include businesses into what we do-Nikki and Sara have been working closely with the chambers, and Diane Hackbarth from the Sheboygan Chamber and Heidi Soodsma from the Manitowoc Chamber would like to be a part of this group along with Lynn Kroll, from WPS who is also chairman of the MCPIE (Manitowoc County Partners in Education group) who would like to be a resource for the consortium. There is a problem with some of the future consortium meeting dates.  Nikki asked the group if two could be changed, it was then agreed to change the Nov. 19th to the 17th (Tues.) and the April 29th to the 21st (Thurs).
Diane Hackbarth from the Sheboygan Chamber will be at the next meeting to see how they could work with this group, Sara asked the group to think of ways to incorporate the chambers into their school.

7. Careers in the Cafeteria
-These are opportunities for middle school students to have a business person sit at the table with them, it’s a way to expose those students to different careers.  It is now being done it in four schools in the Manitowoc area (Washington, St. Francis Cabrini, LB Clark and Wilson) and they are looking to expand that opportunity.  Cedar Grove has a similar program in the middle school and Wayne will find out more if the students enjoy that.  

Would the other Manitowoc county schools be interested in expanding?   Yes, they would.  If you are interested in having this at your school, contact Nikki.

8. Annual Reports
--This was a red light topic from orientation, it was something that most members hadn’t seen, A draft of it was given to the group to review, the intended audience is principals and teachers, to let school districts know how LTC is serving them.  This year LTC received a record number of high school applications yet recorded low enrollments, the high school liaisons think it is the dislocated workers that have filled the holes that the student would have had, thereby filling classes—the high school students shouldn’t procrastinate.

The changes that Lisa suggested have been reflected in the copy of the report.  Final copies should be available by mid-October.

---there is a grant for Health Physics which would be for students good in math,  the LTC class starts earlier so January would be the time to sign the students up for this fall course, please plan well ahead and let Sara and Nikki know if you have any interested students.

---Sara and Nikki have the breakdown of Accuplacer scores for each school if they want them-just email Nikki and Sara to request the schools average scores.

---scholarship listing, not a lot of applicants this year, will be handed out to the consortium members for next year.
